Particular attention is drawn to compliance
with the Code of Conduct for Welfare of the Horse, which is a condition of entry to this event - refer
to Article 933.

Competitors are aware of, and agree to pay, the applicable excess (currently $1,500) which applies
to any insurance claim against the ACDS Insurance Policy which may arise out of their participation
in the event.

Appeals together with $50.00 are to be lodge within 30 minutes of the scores being posted for each
phase. Money will be refunded unless, in the opinion of the Appeals Committee, the appeal is found
to be frivolous.

Entry fee must accompany entry form or copy of Direct Deposit receipt.
Self-Stewarding, competitor and groom to be available to steward as per roster.

It is the responsibility of competitors to present themselves for inspection, at least 15 minutes prior
to their marathon start time.
